Preliminary soil treatment are size estimate based on information on existing or
planned facility and Fremont County regulations
v" Any additional information that may be useful to the specific evaluation as available.
e Reconnaissance;
v" Landscape position;
v" Topography;
v' Vegetation;
v" Natural & cultural features; and
v" Current & historic land use.
e Detailed soil investigation; and
v' 2 Profile Holes
e Report and site plan.
v" A Written Report shall describe the results of the preliminary investigation,
reconnaissance, and detailed evaluations.
v' Lot size, absorption area, tank size, number of bedrooms
v" Type/Use of building - Dwelling, Commercial, Factory, etc.
